The workshop incorporates both innovative and creative 
machine techniques including free motion machining. The 
techniques can be applied across a very broad range but 
the focus of this workshop is an unlined  jacket.   

After demonstration and practice of techniques participants 
will select the techniques suitable for their own jacket 
design. 

Lorraine will guide you 
according to your chosen 
pattern structural design lines, 
proportion and shape, type of 
fabric and colour. 

 

Level of Skill : intermediate to advanced.   

Duration : 2 days (4 sessions) 

Techniques covered and applied over the 2 days 
·  Decorative techniques include twin needling;  
·  Layering and cut away 
·  Embellishment using interweaving, free motion machining;  
·  Manipulation of fabric to create 3 D surface; 
·  Two methods of appliqué  
·  Insertion of contrasting strips. 

Expected Outcomes . 
At the end of the workshop participants should: 
·  Gain skill in at least several new techniques as well as how to 

apply them in creative work 
·  Build and gain confidence in the skills / techniques they already 

have. 
·  Increase understanding of the elements and principles of 

design 
·  Jackets should be well under way in 2 days.  Participants will 

be able to go away and complete their work and or add 
finishing touches.
